P.W.: “Who writes the music and who writes the lyrics?”

P.M.: “I write all of the lyrics and we all write the music.”

P.W.: “With another album, do you feel your cohesiveness as a group gets better each time?”

P.M.: “We’ve always been close, like a family. We get stronger as a team while on the road.”

P.W.: “What is your best tour moment?”

P.M.: “Every day we wake up on the road is a best moment. I love to get onstage and sing with other bands; we’ve been touring with Tantric, I love to get up and sing with them. I just love music; I’m a big fan, love music. I had a great CD collection; all kinds of music, demos. About a thousand CD’s.” (Paul says “had” because recently some asshole stole them-P.W.)

P.W.: “What’s the worst tour moment?”

P.M.: “Not being able to eat or have your own bathroom. When people don’t show up, when we walk out on stage and there are only four people in the audience.”

P.W.: “I bet that doesn’t happen too much anymore…”

P.M.: “No, not too many complaints really.”

P.W.: “You lived in Florence for a while, ya’ll always have a great turnout here; how do you feel about the fans in the Capital City?”

P.M.: “We love it. Jackson is my second home. The fans here have been good to us. The Southern crowds never care what anyone thinks or what anyone else is doing. They are gonna scream and come to have a great time.”

P.W.: “What’s your favorite 12 Stones song(s)?”

P.M.: “3 Leaf Loser off of Potter’s Field. It’s different and got a cool feel. And Waiting For Yesterday from Potter’s Field. That song has a very Southern feel.”

P.W.: “How important are your fans?”

P.M.: “Fans are the lifeline of any band; fans remind them (Bands) that they are the shareholders of the music business. Fans control the business. Loyal fans are very important. Our core group of fans take great care of us and never let us down.”

P.W.: “You worked with Dave Fortman again, how was that the second time around?”

P.M.: “He is a great producer who knows how to talk to us and keep our spirits up and keep us motivated.”
